transgender.  Now, a recent study in a major city showed 

that 9% of teenagers do not identify with the body of their 

birth. 

     In the UK they've seen a 4,400% increase in gender 

dysphoria among teenage girls in 10 years.  In 2007 

there was one transgender clinic in the U.S.; now there 

are 300, many of which a young person can go into with-

out a doctor note or without seeing a counselor and leave 

with testosterone treatment.  In Oregon you can go into a 

transgender clinic at 15 years old and get a mastectomy 

without a parents note.  Questioning any of this can 

cause a medical profession to lose their license so the 

response can be fear.
